Learning Means the World — Dimensions Curriculum

Our “British Bulldog” topic obviously has a History focus
specifically on Winston Churchill.

History — Churchill’'s early life as well as his time as Prime Minister
during WW2. We will learn about how he is now considered by
some to be a controversial figure in our history, as well as the
legacy he left behind following his death.

Geography - Through learning more about WW2, the children
will understand the location and importance of places
including Dunkirk and Dresden.
