Narrator (1 and 2) A bright, theatrical "Showman’s jacket" worn over a base 
layer. 

Backstage children No need for a specific costume for this - just what their 
first costume is  

Simba Earth-toned clothing (yellows, browns, or golds) or a 
onesie. Headband with ears. 
Older Simba: an added piece (like a lion mane or hood) 
to show he has grown up 

Timon  Earth-toned clothing (tans, yellows, browns) or a brown 
onesie. Headband with ears. 

Pumbaa  Warthog-inspired outfit (deep brown) or a onesie. 
Headband with ears.  

Danny   Classic 1950s black leather jacket (p. 9), plain white t-
shirt, and dark jeans. Slicked-back hair gel. 

Sandy  1950s-style skirt or cardigan, and a neat, sweet summer 
dress (not pink so she stands out). 

The T-Birds  Black leather jackets, white t-shirts, and blue or black 
jeans. 

The Pink Ladies Pink jackets or bright pink clothing, skirts or dresses.

A smart vest to wear under the coat 

Jacob (The Father) Traditional, simple robes or a comedic "Dad" outfit 

Brothers  Rough, simple "men of the soil" farming clothes or basic 
tunics - Arabian style 
Note: One brother needs a visibly "bad haircut" prop or 
wig  

Dewey Finn (Mr. Shneebly) Messy, rock-and-roll style clothing (e.g., an unbuttoned 
flannel shirt or sweater-vest, untucked shirt and loose 
trousers 

Students (Zack, Summer, Marcy, 
Mason, Billy, Felicity, Katie, Gemima) 

Standard, perfectly neat school uniforms  

 

Dog Man / Greg A fuzzy dog-head mask or ears paired with a blue 
policeman’s uniform body 
A simple full-dog costume. 
Cop: A standard blue police officer's uniform 

Jacob 

The Chief & Officers (1 & 2) Matching police force uniforms with badges and hats 
Chief - perhaps a fake moustache or lanyard 

Petey the Cat A villainous cat costume, complete with a long, distinct 
cat tail 



Doctor, Nurse Lady, Surgeon  White lab coats or surgical scrubs. The Doctor specifically 
needs oversized science goggles  

Commentators Smart suits, blazers, or media press vests 

Basketball Players / Wildcats Basketball jerseys and athletic shorts with long white 
socks. 

Cheerleaders Sporty t-shirt and skirt with long white socks, and hair 
ribbons 
(The school will provide pom-poms) :)  

Donna Casual holiday dress or denim dungarees. 

Sophie A lovely, bright summer dress or a simple white dress 

Sophie’s Friends Bright, colourful holiday clothing 

Dad 1 (Posh) A smart “rowing-club-looking” blazer over smart trousers 

Dad 1 (Active) Smart-casual wear - looks like he just walked off a boat
